There are two identification levels in My Health Record, ‘basic’ and ‘complete’.
To access your wider health information, you need to have a ‘complete’
identification level. To obtain this, you will need to upgrade your My Health
Account login for extra security.

To view your immunisation history, you can select ‘view immunisations’ button on
the My Health Record homepage, or by selecting ‘immunisations’ in the navigation
bar.
